ANNUAL CLOSED CHAMPIONSHIP REGULATIONS

1.  Table Tennis England Tournament regulations apply to these championships.  I.T.T.F. regulations for international competitions apply except to the matters otherwise covered in these championship regulations.

2.  Completion & submission of this entry form signifies agreement by the entrant to the conditions of the competition including the variance from the I.T.T.F. regulations.

3.  Entrants in event 9 (Over 60’s singles) must have been born before 1st January 1966
4.  Entrants in events 7 & 8 (Men’s & Women’s Vets) must have been born before 1st January 1986.

5.   Entrants in event 10 (under 18 singles) must have been born on or after 1st January 2008.

6.  Events 2, 4 & 9 are open to both men & women & event 10 to both boys & girls.

7.  Event 1 is open to players who normally represent their clubs in Divisions 3 to 7.  Premier, Division 1 & 2 players are not allowed to enter this event.  

8.  If it is necessary to restrict entries, this will be done on the basis of the last entry received, first out.  

9.  The last day for receipt of entries is Monday 2ND March 2026.  The draw will take place on 
2nd or 3rd March 2026. Late entries may not be possible.
10.  Entrants requiring an acknowledgement should please specify this; 
    . 
11.  Play throughout will be with ITTF approved 3-star white plastic balls.  Six ITTF approved Joola tables will be in use.  Scoring machines and surrounds will also be in use.  

12 Singles events will be drawn in groups of at least three players, depending on numbers entering and time permitting.  The winner of each group (and some runners-up depending on numbers) will proceed to the knock-out stage.  All matches will be best-of-3 games up to semi-finals and best-of-5 for the finals.  The final positions in each group will be decided by: (a) sets won (b) legs difference (c) sets between relevant players (d) points difference. If there is sufficient time, group losers in event 2 will enter a Plate competition (knockout only throughout). Doubles events will be on the basis of a knock-out draw only – best –of-5 games if time allows. 

13. It is intended this season to play the Championship Singles and Plate to conclusion before starting on the other events, which may not commence until after midday.

13.  T.T.E. & I.T.T.F. bat regulations apply to these championships.  

14.  It is a condition of entry that losing players shall umpire the next match on their table.  The umpire should return the ball, scorecard & pen to the tournament organiser's table after each knockout game.

15. It is each player’s responsibility to be available to play when called on by the Tournament Organiser, unless already involved in (or umpiring) a match. Some events may not conclude until late afternoon.
15.  The M.K.T.T.L. committee reserves the right to vary the rules and the number of events as and when necessary, depending on numbers and timing for each event.

16.  To encourage entries from all divisions, there will be a maximum fee of only £10.00.
